Glossary of Terms
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Total Transactions Processed 
We define transactions processed as 
the number of invoice transactions and 
payment transactions, such as 
invoices, purchase orders, checks, ACH 
payments and VCCs, processed 
through our platform during a 
particular period. We believe that 
transactions processed is an important 
measure of our business because it is a 
key indicator of the use by both buyers 
and suppliers of our solutions and our 
ability to generate revenue, since a 
majority of our revenue is generated 
based on transactions processed.

Total Transaction Yield
We define transaction yield as the total revenue during a 
particular period divided by the total transactions processed 
during such period. We believe that transaction yield is an 
important measure of the value of solutions to buyers and 
suppliers as we scale

Total Payment Volume
We define total payment volume as the dollar sum of buyers’ 
AP payments paid to their suppliers through the AvidPay 
Network during a particular period. We believe total payment 
volume is an important measure of our AvidPay Network 
business as it quantifies the demand for our payment services  
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
